	TENSE
	ACTIVE 
	PASSIVE

	PRESENT SIMPLE
	Subject + verb + object
E.g. The movie fascinates me
	Object + am/is/are + VERB (3)

E.g. I am fascinated by the movie

	PRESENT CONTINUOUS
	Subject + am/is/are + verb(ing) + object

E.g. Jane is helping Susi and Jim
	Object + am/is/are + being + verb (3)
E.g. Jim and Susi are being helped by Jane

	PAST SIMPLE
	Subject + verb (2) + object

E.g. The movie surprised them


	Subject + was/were + verb (3)
E.g. They were surprised by the movie

	PAST CONTINUOUS
	Subject + was/were + verb(ing) + object

E.g. Susan was cleaning the kitchen and the store


	Object + was/were + being + verb (3)
E.g. The kitchen and the store were being cleaned by Susan


	PRESENT PERFECT
	Subject + have/has + verb (3) + object
I have mailed the books
	Object + have/has + been + verb (3)

E.g. The books have been mailed by me



	PAST PERFECT
	Subject + had + verb (3) + object

E.g. Stephen had purchased a villa


	Object + had + been + verb (3)

E.g. A villa had been purchased by Stephen

	FUTURE
	Subject + will + verb + object

E.g. They will finish the work


	object+ will + be + verb (3)

E.g. The work will be finished by them



	FUTURE PERFECT
	Subject + will + have+ verb + object

E.g. John will have finished the project next month


	Object + will + have + been + verb 

E.g. The project will have been finished by next month by John



	MODALS
	Subject + can/should/must + verb + object
E.g. They can/should/must give us a present
	Object + can/should/must + be + verb 

E.g. We can/should/must be given a present by them
