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Traditional vs Multimedia

Aeelicatians

e traditionally Internet dominated by info retrieval
applications

—typically using text and image transfer
—eg. email, file transfer, web
e see increasing growth in multimedia applications
—involving massive amounts of data
—such as streaming audio and video



Elastic and Inelastic Traffic

e elastic traffic

—can adjust to delay & throughput changes over a wide
range

—eq. traditional “data” style TCP/IP traffic
—some applications more sensitive though

e inelastic traffic
—does not adapt to such changes
—eq. “real-time” voice & video traffic
—need minimum requirements on net arch
